Call to Action!

Goal:  Work in collaboration with the Southern Area Vice Director to ensure that the Membership Engagement

Committee Actions:  
• Review the current Toolbook and identify Chapters who have not submitted Friendship Ice Breakers
• Categorize current Ice Breaker submissions – Small group activities (5 minutes), large group activities (10 

minutes), and Retreat Ice Breaker Activities
• Conduct a needs assessment of what is missing and assign Membership Engagement Action Committee to
